





The Clinton Substance Abuse Prevention
Coalition Works to Reduce Underage Drinking

The Clinton Substance Abuse Prevention
Coalition has been collecting local data on sub-
stance use and abuse among youth and adults
for the past ten years, and analyzing the data to
identify the most critical issues in our county.
The issue of reducing underage drinking and
binge drinking among youth has been a major
focus in the last few years.

This year the Coalition has worked with
local schools, agencies, law enforcement, and
media to increase community awareness of the
role of adults in providing access to alcohol
among minors. High school students in sev-
eral districts received training and materials on
the Parents Who Host Lose the Most cam-
paign. After a Town Hall Meeting on Reducing
Underage Drinking in 2008, students made it
clear that the level of alcohol use among high
school aged youth is much higher than most

parents would like to believe. Survey data col-
lected in Clinton County supports the fact that
by 11th grade the rates of youth alcohol abuse
are well above 50%, and binge drinking (more
than 5 drinks at one sitting) is over 30%. These
numbers are troubling to students and to the
community. The negative impact of regular use
of alcohol on teenage brain development has
been documented and regular use of drugs and
alcohol as a youth leads to high rates of adult
addiction.

The Parents Who Host Lose the
Most campaign emphasizes the legal conse-
quences of providing alcohol to minors, and
also highlights the emotional costs to families
who lose a child to accidental alcohol poison-
ing, a traffic accident or fatality, and adult ad-
diction. Students across the county have been
active in promoting Safe Prom and Graduation

The maximum grant strengthens efforts to extend the
life of books, manuscripts, photographs, sound record-
ings, moving images, artifacts, art and material culture,
electronic records, and digital objects and make their
content widely accessible. This is often done through
the use of digital technology. The grants are also
awarded to create various reference resources. Appli-
cation may include arranging and describing archival
and manuscript collections; cataloging collections;

We have in place a system of quick assess-
ment, intervention planning, and follow-up for
those students for whom there is concern, but
whose needs don'’t rise to the level of needing a
Special Education Referral.

The Michigan Department of Education,
Office of Special Education and Early Interven-
ing Services (OSE-EIS) is reviewing our pro-
cess, and will be sharing feedback in the near
future.

MASSP Audits

Several Clinton County local districts will be participating in this two-day workshop
which will provide high school leadership teams with an opportunity to analyze their cur-
rent school structures and processes. School Teams generally include the high school
principal, counselor, the NCA chair people, department chairs, and school improvement
team members. During day one, teams will analyze their Master Schedule and Transcripts
using a random sampling of 50-75 student schedules. The analysis will concentrate on
the Class of 2011. Most teams make a decision to gather the data for the entire class or
extend down into a lower grade (usually 9th to catch problems early). On the second day
of the workshop, teams will assess their assignment alignment, interventions and action
planning processes. By participating in this audit process, team members have a better
understanding of the systems that are currently in place in their building and therefore
can better target where changes may need to occur to increase student achievement. The

Cdit process is one step in the process of school improvement.
